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Delete this "Hints" page before saving final copy of the lesson for submission.

HINTS FOR COVER PAGE:

· The TLO must have condition, task, and standard.  The condition cannot be given instruction, lecture, demonstration, etc.  The condition refers to what the students will have in hand or the setting in which the students will perform the task for the final evaluation.  That is why we call it a "Terminal" learning objective.

· EO's refer to sub-tasks the student must do to perform to accomplish the larger task in the TLO -- not things the teacher will do, not student activities you plan to use to teach the task - but actual performances or steps in accomplishing the TLO.

· If you indicate you plan to use a teaching aid or piece of equipment anywhere in the lesson plan, it should be listed in the Equipment, Supplies, and Materials section.

· Plan and explain an interest approach that should grab the students' attention that is relevant to the lesson.

HINTS FOR INSTRUCTION SECTION:

· Complete your CONTENT column by developing your content outline FIRST.  This represents what you want the students to know and be able to do as a result of your lesson.  The content should come directly from the enabling objectives.

· Complete the PROCEDURES column next.  Once you have developed the content outline, go back and plan a teaching procedure or student activity for each “piece” of content.  This is what YOU  and the STUDENTS wil DO during the lesson.  The procedures column should provide for variety, stimulus variation, active learning, and should account for multiple learning styles.

· Indicate when you will use your interest approach.

· Provide initial context.  The lesson must relate to the logical flow of the course, or at least to the students' lives in some way.  You might review previous instruction using questions and you might lead a brief discussion intended to show the relevance of the lesson relevance to the students.

· State the student learning objectives.  These should be provided both orally and visually to the students.  You might write key words from the TLO or the EO's on the board.

· You can insert as many rows as needed.  Put the cursor anywhere in a row, then click table and click insert row.  Delete unneeded rows when you are finished with the plan.

· Plan partial reviews throughout the lesson if it is designed to last very long.  Plan a massed review at the end.  You might include a list review questions you plan to ask.

· Provide for application.  You might explain why should the students remember this.
You can give an assignment that uses today's lesson.)

· Provide terminal context.  You might indicate what the class will do next and make any assignments related to that lesson.  You should find some way to help the students understand why the lesson is important to them.

· Try to include in the lesson plan file any attachments, such as handouts, overheads, evaluation checklists, student instruction sheets, etc.  The best way to do that is to go to the end of the file and Insert a page break.

· The electronic file should include as many of your teaching aids as possible.  It may be practical to include some aids in the file, such as PowerPoint presentations, booklets, journals, and newspaper clippings.  In those cases, list those other items in the Equipment, Supplies, and Materials section on the cover page.  Be sure to include as many of the teaching aids you plan to use as possible as attachments on the hard copy you turn in for grading.

· Save the lesson using a file name that indicates the topic and includes your name
